SCRIPTURE LESSONS 
1 Kings 19:4-8 (on back) The Old Testament Lesson presents a discouraged Elijah running for his life from Jezebel, 
yet God still provides for him and shows him in Who to trust! 

 

RESPONSIVE READING – Psalm 34:1-8 
A Psalm of David when he pretended madness before Abimelech, who drove him away, and he departed.  

The Psalmist tells of God's goodness, Who saves all who trust Him. 
 

L: I will extol the LORD at all times;  
C: His praise will always be on my lips.  
L: My soul will boast in the LORD;  
C: Let the afflicted hear and rejoice. 
L: Glorify the LORD with me;  
C: Let us exalt His name together. 
L: I sought the LORD, and He answered me;  
C: He delivered me from all my fears. 
L: Those who look to Him are radiant;  
C: Their faces are never covered with shame. 
L: This poor man called, and the LORD heard him;  
C: He saved him out of all his troubles. 
L: The angel of the LORD encamps around those who fear Him, and He delivers them. 
C: Taste and see that the LORD is good; blessed is the man who takes refuge in Him.
