SCRIPTURE LESSONS 
Acts 14:8-18 (on back) The Acts reading in place of the Old Testament Lesson tells of 
Barnabas and Paul healing a crippled man and then pointing the amazed crowd to the 
true God, Whose providence reveals His mercy. 
 

RESPONSIVE READING – Psalm 67 
The Psalm calls on us to rejoice in and praise God in consideration of His goodness. 

L: God be merciful to us and bless us, And cause His face to shine upon us. 
C: That Your way may be known on earth, Your salvation among all nations. 
L: Let the peoples praise You, O God;  
C: Let all the peoples praise You. 
L: Oh, let the nations be glad and sing for joy!  
C: For You shall judge the people righteously, And govern the nations on earth.  
L: Let the peoples praise You, O God;  
C: Let all the peoples praise You. 
L: Then the earth shall yield her increase; God, our own God, shall bless us. 
C: God shall bless us, And all the ends of the earth shall fear Him.  Amen. 

 
Revelation 21:10-14,22,23 (on back) The Epistle describes the new world that will be the 
eternal home and rest of the faithful. One feature is that God Himself will be with His 
people visibly rather than invisibly as in this world. His glory will also light their lives.

SERMON (NKJV) John 14:23-29 
23 Jesus answered and said to him, "If anyone loves Me, he will keep My word; and My 
Father will love him, and We will come to him and make Our home with him. 24 "He who 
does not love Me does not keep My words; and the word which you hear is not Mine but 
the Father's who sent Me. 25 " These things I have spoken to you while being present with 
you. 26 "But the Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, He will 
teach you all things, and bring to your remembrance all things that I said to you.  
27 "Peace I leave with you, My peace I give to you; not as the world gives do I give to 
you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be afraid. 28 "You have heard Me say to 
you, 'I am going away and coming back to you.' If you loved Me, you would rejoice 
because I said, 'I am going to the Father,' for My Father is greater than I. 29 "And now I 
have told you before it comes, that when it does come to pass, you may believe.
