SCRIPTURE LESSONS 
1 Kings 8:22,23,41-43 (on back) The Old Testament Lesson is part of Solomon's prayer of 
dedication and asks God to hear and accept the worship of His people, including those 
who had come to hear of His great name and love. 
 

CHILDRENS’ HYMN – “You are Holy” 
 

Galatians 1:1-10 (on back) In the Epistle, the Apostle reminds us that there is only one 
Gospel and one interpretation of that Gospel, and chastises those who would pervert it 
by teaching different words than what Christ gave His first disciples.   
 

Psalm 117 - RESPONSIVE READING 
The Psalmist praises God for His mercy and love toward all.  This psalm is the shortest (2 
verses) and very middle chapter in the whole Bible revealing the model characteristics of 
our LORD despite our own faithlessness to Him! 

 

L: Praise the LORD, all you nations;  
C: Commend Him, all you peoples. 
L: For great is His love toward us, and the faithfulness of the LORD endures forever.  
C: Praise the LORD.  Amen. 

 
Luke 7:1-10 (on back) In the Gospel, we have the account of Jesus’ healing of the 
centurion's slave. In the process, Jesus' highly praises the faith of this Gentile believer, 
illustrating that His love and blessing are for all who trust Him.
