SCRIPTURE LESSONS 
1 Kings 17:17-24 (on back) The Old Testament Lesson shows God's power working 
through Elijah to restore life to the small child. Through this miracle, the Gentile woman 
also gains life through faith. 
 

Psalm 116:1-9 - RESPONSIVE READING 
The Psalmist praises God Who has rescued him from the threat of death. 

L: I love the LORD, because He has heard My voice and my supplications. 
C: Because He has inclined His ear to me, Therefore I will call upon Him as long as I live. 
L: The pains of death surrounded me, And the pangs of Sheol laid hold of me; I found 

trouble and sorrow. 
C: Then I called upon the name of the LORD: "O LORD, I implore You, deliver my soul!" 
L: Gracious is the LORD, and righteous;  
C: Yes, our God is merciful. 
L: The LORD preserves the simple; I was brought low, and He saved me. 
C: Return to your rest, O my soul, For the LORD has dealt bountifully with you. 
L: For You have delivered my soul from death, My eyes from tears, And my feet from 

falling. 
C: I will walk before the LORD In the land of the living. Amen.

But now the 
righteousness of God apart from the law is revealed being

For there is no difference; for all have 
sinned and fall short of the glory of God, being justified freely 
by His grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus.
